In spring and summer of 2013, the project
partner from Latvia — Institute of Latvian History
at the University of Latvia did inspection of
archaeological monuments at border area in
cooperation with Sarmite Dundure - the inspector
of the State Inspection for Heritage Protection
Republic of Latvia Vidzeme regional office.
During 11 days total 96 archaeological objects
were conducted in Aluksne and Ape regions. The
aims of the inspection were to assess: 1) the level
of the preservation of local archaeological heritage
and 2) their ability to be used as tourist attractions.
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The decline of population in rural areas
and the slowdown of economic activity in these
regions consequently have strongly changed the
surrounding landscape. Therefore the coordinates of
inspected archaeological monuments were determined
with GPS, and monuments were photographed
with purpose to facilitate finding the location of
them in future. During the inspection wide damage
found in 7 monuments, what could be classified
as result of the activities of hunters for artefacts
and the illegal logging. It was also found that
the owners of the monument area and protection
zone not always maintained order in the territory.
On the territory of the several monuments or the
protection zones the inspectors fixed piles of
household waste.

During the inspection the location of two
burial places and the information about the three
potential archaeological sites was clarified. It
should be noted that with the retirement of the older
generation an oral evidence of the archaeological
sites, allowing the discovery of new monuments,

In September 2013 in frames of the project
the inspection of the archaeological monuments
in Aluksne region was held, which was attended
by the Estonian and Russian archaeologists.
The event was a continuation of the inspection
of archaeological monuments launched in the
Russian side along the route of the ancient
road — Pskov — Izborsk — Panikovichi — Lauri —
Aluksne. During four days the archaeologists from
three countries visited about 50 archaeological
monuments. The united cross-border inspection of
the archaeological monuments contains valuable
experience, allowing more in-depth understand the
cultural formation processes, allowing to discuss
on important issues of archaeological heritage
protection and to exchange experiences.

2013 they have made the following preliminary
actions: sensing of cultural layer, taking the
ground's samples and determining the depth of
cultural layer. Mentioned parameters are important
indicators for characterization the intensity of
population. After the evaluating of the results
of feasibility studies, the programme for the test
archaeological excavations in castle of Ludza
planned in 2014 will be drawn up.

In the
tactics of battles, also the knight's personality
played an important role. Warfare expressed
a high degree of individuality. To take a lead in
seclusion or in the group of few persons as well
as to be the first one who starts the fight with the
enemy, were among unwritten moral laws of the
knight. The outcomes of the battles were mostly
made by hand-to-hand combat, so the armament
of close combats was of special importance. The
participants of the battles were the knights and
servants of the Livonian Order, knights from other
countries, troops of the bishoprics as well as local
landlords and the free peasantry.

During the workshop, there was given an
opportunity for youth to slip into the role of knights
and learn the basic medieval warfare techniques. A
total of 84 pupils attended the seminar.

During the period from May 29th till August 1st,
2013 architects Agris Padélis-Lins and Ivars Pilips
developed design sketches for the exposure. As a
central element of the historical and archeological
exposition is planning to be a great celebration
table where characteristic dishes of Aluksne from
ancient times till the period of restoration of Latvia
independence lined in turn.

Throughout the year, objects and artefacts from
the Museum’s collection were carefully selected
for the exposure. Allocated in preference to objects
that most vividly and emotionally, and accurately
reflect the formation process of Aluksne and role
of the town in the Latvian and world history.

For making historical narrative more interesting,
several objects and artefacts is going to deposite
from other museums.

Several of the chosen artefacts needed res-
toration. To provide objects and artefacts, that are
included in exposition, to give more accurate picture
of their application and look, as well as to prevent
them from damage caused by the time, the restoration
work was started.

But bullets, Swedish coins
from 17th century, hinge of gate hinges, fragments
of pottery, pipe bowls and other findings from
archeological excavations in Aluksne’s castle-island
done in 2011 and leaded by Uldis Kalejs will provide
evidence about the life in the Marienburg fortress.

The Repository of Archaeological materials at
the Institute of Latvian History at the University of
Latvia (RAM ILH) keeps unically archaeological

materials that has been stored
since the second half of 1940th.
At that time archaeologists began
their research work in the Institute
of History and Material Culture at
the Soviet Academy of Sciences.
Materials stored at the RAM ILH
are important sources for the cog-
nition of the ancient, medieval

There are more than 26.000
drawing plans made during the archaeological
excavations, over 1.250 archaeological reports,
more than 1.630 units of different types of pre-
documentation of archaeological excavations and
130.000 snapshots done during the archaeological
excavations in the RAM ILH. Might reasonably
be said that the RAM ILH concentrates the largest
collection of archaeological documentation in
Latvia what is important not only for researches of
the Latvian history but also for investigations of the
Baltic region's historical heritage. The materials of
RAM ILH are used in preparation of several kind
scientific materials such as: scientific publications
to the Latvian and foreign editions; reports to the
local and international conferences; course and
bachelor's, master's and doctoral theses; as well
in making archaeological exibitions and doing
popularization of the archaeology.

Narrow room, inappropriate shelves and
cup-boards of RAM ILH make complicate
conservation and usage of the colection. In order
to improve the preservation of the colection in
the frames of Estonia-Latvia-Russia cross border
cooperation project “Archaeology, Authority &
Community: cooperation to protect archaeological
heritage” the set of metal shelves were purchased
for deployment the materials and the plans from
archaeological excavations.

Specialists of RAM ILH are working on

In the second quarter of the 2014th museum
exhibition rooms will be repaired and the purchase
tender for the development of an exposition will
be announced. Parallel, work will be held on to
formation the description parts and deposition
of the missing exhibits. Exhibition opening is
planned in the end of the 2014th, together with the
completion of the project activities — a seminar.

A series of workshops on a variety of
archaeological  topics "Decoration and
jewelry in medieval Latvia", "Aluksne lake
and its surrounding geological evolution" and
"Underwater archeology" will also be organized
for Aliiksne local society.

Four informative materials on archeology will
be prepared, together with tourism professionals
a tourist route will be developed and a press tour
will be organized.

In the final year of the project, Institute of
Latvian History at the University of Latvia will
carry out archaeological excavations in Aliksne
district and will organize survey expedition of
archaeological monuments in Ludza district. In
addition, three booklets with a common logo and
title for all participants involved in the project
“Key to the Past” (“Atsléga uz pagatni”) will be
presented. Two of them will be devoted to the
archaeological monuments in Aliksne district
and Ludza district, but one of the booklets will be
devoted to the topic “What is archaeology?”’ (“Kas
ir arheologija?”’). Readers will receive two article
collections “Archaeology and Ethnography”
(““Arheologija un Etnografija”) as well. In the next

Regional History Museum of Ludza for the
final year of the project is planning excavation
at a place of Ludza castle. This Regional History
Museum is also working on creating a medieval
atmosphere in the museum - a replica of medieval
costume is bought, the work on the model of
Ludza castle and on the medieval coinage minting
workshop is continued. This will make the museum
more attractive for visitors.
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
