The main aim of the
project - the preservation and protection of the
archaeological heritage in the cross-border regions,
the development of cross-border cooperation and
raising public awareness to the sphere of protection
of the archaeological heritage.

At the first day of the conference — December
st — coordinators of countries and project partners
reported on the results of the implementation of
the project in Estonia, Latvia and Russia. The
conference was revealed by FElena Yakovleva -
the chair of the State Committee of the Pskov
Region on the Preservation of Objects of Cultural
Heritage. The coordinator of project, country and
partner Heiki Valk (Tartu University, Estonia)
gave a summary assessment of the project. About
achievements of the Russian partners in frames
of the project reported coordinator of country and
partner Elvira Koroleva (Pskov , State Historical-
Architectural and Art Museum - Reserve), butabout
results of the Latvian partners (Institute of Latvian
History at University of Latvia, Aluksne municipality
and Aluksne museum, Ludza municipality and
Ludza Regional History museum) told coordinator
of country and partner Antonija Vilcane (Institute
of Latvian History at UL). The staff of Ludza
Regional History Museum - director Milana Bule
and curator Valerijs Dzevaltovskis - had a report in
the afternoon where more in details presented the
activities of the project implemented by them.

At the end of the first day there was a press
conference where all coordinators of countries and
partners took a part. Media was introduced with
main activities what have realised in frames of the
project and project coordinators gave interviews to
representatives of Pskov press and TV channels.

At the second day of the conference thematic
reports were read on the main directions of
the project - results on the done archeological
excavations and on surveys at the Latvian,
Estonian, Russian border areas. On the territory
of Latvia in frames of the project archeological
inspection and investigation work was done on
three objects. Inga Donina presented results of
archaeological research in burial place Spieki
Aluksne district done by Institute of Latvian
History at UL but Arturs Tomsons introduced with
archaeological inspection works in Ludza Castle
and Church hill (Baznickalns) organised by Ludza
Regional History Museum.

The third day of the conference dealt with
questions related to the establishment of the cross-
border network for protection of archaeological
heritage. It is planned that at first all project partners
will be embraced in this network. Later this network

research and popularization of archaeological
heritage.
